cTighes t e rMuch of the New Testament has this concern at its heart: How does a

Church comprised of people with different interests, backgrounds, and
preferences come together in unity? Paul gives us some answers in
this great passage. Notice that he begins by saying that only God can
be the source of this unity. In other words, it takes God’s supernatural
work in us to help us submerge our innate selfishness to join together
as we seek to make and multiply disciples for Jesus.

Secondly, the focus of our unity is to meld our different hearts and
mouths into a single passion and voice to bring glory to God. One
thing I love about Northside is that I seldom see people care about
who gets the credit when good things happen. I believe this is why
God has continued to bless us with many new members by baptism
and transfer.

Lastly, notice that the proof of this unity is mutual acceptance of one
another. Christians must lead our society in resisting the temptation to
either implicitly or explicitly segregate into groups by race, denomina-
tional background, socio-economic class, or marital status.

The great danger of not persistently focusing on unity is that we begin
to pull against each other. If believers begin to seek personal agendas

¢ effrst and most, then the supernatural work of God is neutralized and

we begin to look like just another flawed human organization!

There is a great Swahili word that I hope will be a rallying call for
Northside as we begin 2012. “Harambee” means to all pull together
for the good of the community, rather than each individual. God needs
us to have one heart and one voice to supernaturally impact Warrens-
SHufetbr°Him. It will take much prayer and much sacrifice, but it can
be done! We need each one to do his or her part, so that God can do
His work through us and that He might get all the praise and glory!
